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Locally Commissioned Service: Emergency Hormonal Contraception 

Competencies and Training Framework

	1.
	Introduction
Community pharmacists wishing to provide EHC as a locally commissioned service via a Patient Group Direction must be accredited and have their names on a service provider list kept by Southampton Area Medicines Management Team. Throughout this document the abbreviation CCG is used in place of “Clinical Commissioning Group or other Commissioning Bodies”. 

Please note that the Emergency Contraception Declaration of Competence will need to be completed via CPPE (available at www.cppe.ac.uk). Individuals will need to allow access to their online records by enabling the CPPE viewer and PharmOutcomes by ticking the appropriate boxes when prompted on the screen in CPPE.
Southampton City Council Public Health Teams does not have direct access to pharmaceutical expertise within their current staffing structure. Southampton Area Medicines Management Team, Hampshire, Southampton and Isle of Wight CCG will provide access to medicines management expertise as required, in order to advise on the medicines related aspects of current primary care delivered public health service contracts.

	Core Competencies 

These core competencies have been mapped from the Emergency Contraception Declaration of Competence (available at www.cppe.ac.uk)
1. Able to communicate with clients appropriately and sensitively.

2. Able to counsel and advise on emergency contraception and regular methods of contraception using an evidence based approach.
3. Understands how and when to refer clients and when to ask for support and advice. 

4. Understands confidentiality issues and is aware of their role in the process of safeguarding.
5. Understands the different types and methods of hormonal contraception and non-hormonal contraception; their use, advantages, failure rates and complications.

6. Understands the pharmacotherapy for the full range of available medication and appropriate clinical guidance (e.g. NICE). 

7. Understands and able to apply the medico-legal aspects of EHC provision in accordance with a Patient Group Direction.
8. Able to demonstrate knowledge of the clinical content of the relevant Patient Group Direction(s).

9. Able to satisfy the NICE competency framework for health professionals using Patient Group Direction(s). 

10. Able to support the pharmacy team in the delivery of a safe and effective service.

	Framework of Training

3.1
Underpinning Knowledge

Three Centre for Pharmacy Postgraduate Education (CPPE) open learning / e-learning programmes provide pharmacists with the necessary knowledge to underpin the provision of EHC as an enhanced service:

· Emergency Contraception 

· Contraception 
· Safeguarding Children and Vulnerable Adults awareness and knowledge of local referral processes
Completion of Emergency Contraception, Contraception and Safeguarding online assessments are a pre-requisite to completing the local Hampshire e-learning package. The Contraception online assessment should be completed ideally before or within 3 months of completing the e-learning EHC package. 
The Pharmacist is required to undergo the CPPE programmes in Safeguarding Children & Vulnerable Adults and cascade learning to staff.
The Pharmacist is required to allow access to their CPPE online records, to demonstrate completion of the required training and Declaration of Competence. On completion of the Hampshire e-learning, a copy of the e-learning EHC certificate should be available at the pharmacy if requested.
Individuals can allow access to their online records by switching on the CPPE viewer via the My CPPE page on the CPPE website (www.cppe.ac.uk).
3.2
Local CCG e-learning package
To access the local e-learning package:

Training is accessed via the website www.training.hampshire.nhs.uk requiring pharmacists to register with their GPhC number.
a)  Aims 

To enable community pharmacists to become competent to provide an EHC service in accordance with a Patient Group Direction, understanding the clinical, ethical, cultural and legal aspects of this work.

b) Objectives 

The e-learning package should review the clinical knowledge required to provide an EHC service and should ensure that the pharmacist: 

I. Understands the aims of an EHC service and its place in Sexual Health Services overall.

II. Understands confidentiality issues and has an awareness of safeguarding issues.

III. Understands and is able to apply the medico-legal aspects of EHC provision - especially as applied to under-age females i.e. under 16yrs (Fraser Ruling).

IV. Understands and is able to use the Patient Group Direction and associated paperwork*. 

V. Is aware of the details of when to carry out or refer for a pregnancy test, and the actions to be taken following the result.

VI. Understands how and when to refer clients and when to ask for support and advice from the local Sexual Health Services. 

VII. Is able to counsel and advise clients appropriately and sensitively, and refer for further contraceptive care.

VIII. Experiences problematic situations through viewing role play, and gains confidence in dealing with them.

IX. Knows what sources of support are available to the pharmacists involved in the provision of this service*.

c)  Features of the e-learning package
· Sexual Health clinician(s) must be involved in the content of the e-learning package.
· The e-learning package must include a consultation role play scenario.

	Summary of Assessment & Accreditation

To become accredited, each pharmacist must complete the local e-learning package AND successfully complete the required three CPPE assessments:

a) CPPE Emergency Contraception online assessment.

b) CPPE Contraception online assessment 
c) CPPE Safeguarding children and vulnerable adults online assessment 
Accreditation is proved and obtained by possession of the dated e-assessments available via CPPE and Hampshire e-learning EHC website and completion of the Declaration of Competence for Emergency Contraception on CPPE. Pharmacists will not be able to sign up to the EHC PGD to provide the service without obtaining accreditation.

Once accreditation is completed the pharmacist should notify the Southampton Area Medicine Management Team via email hsiccg.so.medicinesmanagement@nhs.net so that they can be added to the list of EHC PGD service providers.
If further information with regards to the EHC PGD service is required following completion of accreditation, then please contact the Medicines Management Team, details below.

	5.
	Re-accreditation
Updates are recommended every two years, which will be in the form of the self declaration of competency on CPPE or other method of assessment as considered appropriate by Southampton Area Team. Where there are concerns regarding an accredited pharmacists’ unsatisfactory performance, these will be referred to the CCG for investigation and may result in the suspension and/or termination of the accreditation.

	6.
	Cross Accreditation 
Accredited pharmacists must be advised that if they wish to provide an EHC service in another area, they should contact the local commissioner for further information. 

Pharmacists accredited outside of Southampton City but wishing to provide the EHC PGD service are advised to contact the Southampton Area Medicines Management Team. Pharmacists able to provide evidence of meeting the above accreditation requirements (with the exception of 3.2 (b) IV and IX) will be considered for accreditation.
