¢ Disappointing that CPPE are launching their PCS workshop as F2F
only - F2F is not great for our geography. They felt the
engagement is better at face-to-face training and also the
training includes roll plays. We may look to do something
ourselves in the new year around initiation with speakers from
Sexual Health Service.

The question was asked if the CPHIOW committee want A Freemantle
and A Pysz to organise contraception service training on the HIOW
patch? Committee to let the Chief Officers know.
