			Pack size changes – Xarelto® (Rivaroxaban) 1mg/ml granules for oral suspension
From 1st July 2025, the licensed pack sizes for Xarelto® 1 mg/ml granules for oral suspension will change to reflect the final reconstituted volume. These updates correct discrepancies in the Drug Tariff and DM+D listings.

Expanding the roles
of qualified pharmacy staff will allow pharmacists
to focus on key frontline care.

These changes should improve the care patients
receive in community pharmacies and are an
important step towards bringing care closer to
communities, as set out in the 10-Year Health
Plan.
