Updated working arrangements for primary care 
Following England's move to step 4 of the Government’s COVID-19 response on Monday (19th July 2021), NHS England and NHS Improvement (NHSE&I) issued a letter to all primary care contractors outlining their continuing expectations across primary care in relation to access, infection prevention and control, and continuing contractual arrangements. 
The NHSE&I letter notes that until further notice, the existing COVID-19 Infection Prevention Control (IPC) guidance continues to apply in healthcare settings and that all primary care contractors, including community pharmacies, should continue to follow this guidance.
