Award Categories 2019 

 

Community Pharmacist of the Year 

An individual who not only provides fantastic pharmaceutical care in their daily practice, but 
someone who is an active member of the local professional community and goes out of their way to 
contribute to the health and wellbeing of the community they serve.  

 

Community Pharmacy of the Year 

A Pharmacy that evidences its contribution to improving the health and wellbeing of its customers, 
and actively, and regularly, reaches out into its local community to do so. 

 

Community Pharmacy Team Member of the Year 

Recognised as being an effective member of the team who contributes to the commercial and 
professional success of their pharmacy. This team member stands out from others as being 
recognised by their patients, other healthcare professionals, and commissioners as providing a 
consistently excellent service. 

 

Multidisciplinary Working Award 

Either an individual or team working in, or with, community pharmacy and facilitating the 
collaboration of healthcare professionals from primary and/or secondary care to deliver safe and 
effective outcomes in service pathways and patient care. 

 

Pharmacy Service of The Year 

We are seeking examples of innovation and looking to recognise efforts to develop sustainable 
pharmacy services that deliver positive patient outcomes at the same time as rewarding community 
pharmacy for its professional input. The service can be an example of excellence in delivery of either 
private or commissioned pharmacy services.

Each entry is limited to a maximum of 250 WORDS. Any supporting documentation should be 
scanned and emailed along with the completed entry form.
